
  To date, Lower Long Lake has been spared the invasion 
of rapidly spreading aquatic species that are clogging 
many of our local lakes.  These non-native plants, animals 
and pathogens such as Eurasian Water Milfoil, Zebra 
aǳǎǎŜƭǎΣ IȅŘǊƛƭƭŀ ŀƴŘ /ǳǊƭȅƭŜŀŦ tƻƴŘǿŜŜŘ άǘŀƪŜ ƻǾŜǊέ  
the lakes destroying the natural habit for fish, boating 
and general recreation. 
   Euarsian Water Milfoil, the AIS that most people are 
aware of and hear about in the news, is now in local lakes 
ς Beaver Dam, Echo, Holcombe, Wissota, Hallie, Half 
Moon, Eau Galle, Bass, Cedar, and Mallalieu. Once in the 
lakes, the AIS grows rapidly and treating/harvesting the 
AIS can cost hundreds of thousands of dollars and may 
never be completely eliminated. If AIS was found in 
Lower Long Lake, it is estimated the cost of treatment 
could be well over $100,000 per year. 
   How does AIS get into our lakes and streams? The pri-
mary source for the spread of AIS from lake to lake is 
through transient boaters. Transient boaters are those 
boaters who may use multiple lakes over a one to two 
week period. If these boaters do not proper clean their 
boats / trailers and do not empty their live wells or dis-
pose of their bait, they can carry AIS from an infested 
lake to a clean lake. 
   So what is Lower Long Lake doing about AIS? The Lower 
Long Lake Protection and Rehabilitation District (LLLPRD) 
Board believes that keeping AIS out of our lake is a top 

priority. As a start, the LLLPRD over the past two years 
has engaged with the Beaver Creek Reserve in a grant to 
educate lake owners and monitor our major public boat 
landing through a volunteer program and occasional paid 
monitor. Several people have volunteered almost 100 
hours of their time to check boats entering Lower Long 
Lake. But this alone will only allow us to check a small 
percentage of the watercraft entering our lake.  As a  
result, LLLPRD will suggest a five-phase program at the 
annual meeting this July:  

*Continue to work with Beaver Creek Reserve to 
provide periodic monitoring and educational 
sessions. 

*Rely on lake owners to spend voluntary shifts   
monitoring boats entering at the public access. 

*Install signs at the public access stating the rules 
and warning boaters of fines (up to $2700) for 
transporting AIS. 

*Work with the DNR to educate and monitor fisher-
man during fishing tournaments. 

*Install a remote camera monitoring system at the 
boat landing to constantly monitor boats enter-
ing the lake. 

   If you have an interest in keeping Lower Long Lake free 
of AIS, we urge you to attend the annual meeting on July 
31.  It will be two hours well spent.

 Lower Long Lake residents are making a difference in the local 
community.

tween Bloomer and New Auburn.  Other local volunteers work in the food pantry behind the scenes and with clients.  
Some distribute extra weekend food to children in the New Auburn area, 42 bags per week so far this year.  In this way, 
they provide disadvantaged people with access to food assistance ς a need that continues to increase. 
 The Bloomer Food Pantry has served the Bloomer and New Auburn area for many years and receives food through 
donations from individuals, community gardens and government commodities.  About 70% of the food at the pantry 
has been purchased at a low cost from the Feed My People Food Bank (FMP) in Eau Claire which serves as a link        
between food manufacturers, food suppliers and government agencies.  For every $1.00 donated to the Bloomer/New 
Auburn Food Pantry, approximately $10 worth of food can be purchased from FMP. 
 However, not everything is available from FMP.  Birthday gift boxes for children are filled with     
donated items.  Additional monetary donations cover rent, insurance, utilities and other purchases 
from local businesses.  In Bloomer, the food pantry has partnered with local companies for ten years   
to provide school supplies for Bloomer and New Auburn school districts.

 As lake properties become more like   
 urban homes, native animal life is  
 affected. Sensitive wildlife is either  
 disappearing from our shorelines or  
 changing to suburban species. Do you  
 hear frogs, see native butterflies and  
 dragonflies and find birds at your lake  
 house that are different from those    
 at your urban home? Come learn

 While boaters and anglers have long been advised to clean 
off their boats before leaving the landing, a new law prohibits

 It is illegal for people to drive away from a boat landing  with 
aquatic plants or animals attached to their boat, trailer or vehi-
cle. A first citation of this so-ŎŀƭƭŜŘ άǘǊŀƴǎǇƻǊǘƛƴƎέ ƭŀǿ ŎŀǊǊƛŜǎ ŀ 
penalty ranging from $232 to $767.50 and a second offense 
within three years carries a penalty that ranges up to $2,657.
