In 2008, the Beaver Creek      

Reserve Citizen Science Center was    

approached by the WI DNR and asked to 

write a grant to help coordinate watercraft 

inspection programs (also known as Clean 

Boats, Clean Waters) in the west central 

region of Wisconsin. We agreed and as a 

result will hire four field technicians each 

year for three years to conduct and coordi-

nate watercraft inspections on 16 lakes, 

including Lower Long Lake. The summer 

of 2009 was the first year of this project. 

One major goal of the project is 

to relieve some of the pressure currently 

placed on lake associations and districts to 

coordinate and facilitate their own water-

craft inspection programs. The field tech-

nicians assist lake groups with scheduling 

and recruiting volunteers to conduct wa-

tercraft inspections at boat landings, and 

they spend one day a week and at least 

one weekend a month at Lower Long 

Lake conducting watercraft inspections 

themselves. They also attend educational 

events, such as local fairs and lake meet-

ings, to recruit volunteers. 

As part of the grant that funds the 

project, the Citizen Science Center and 

our partners (lake groups and others)    

contribute 25% of the total monetary 

amount of the grant as match, which we 

accomplish through the donation of equip-

ment and staff time from the Wildlands 

Charter School & Beaver Creek Reserve, 

as well as volunteer match time from   

individuals like you. Wildlands Charter 

School donated the use of canoes, paddles, 

and life preservers for monitoring lakes 

for Eurasian water milfoil. Beaver Creek 

Reserve donated two GPS units and extra 

staff time to the project. We also have 

received much support through volunteer 

efforts.  In 2009, our goal was to recruit 

1,720 volunteer hours from the 16 lakes 

(approximately 108 hours per group) to 

participate in Clean Boats, Clean Waters 

Watercraft Inspector trainings and to   

volunteer at area boat landings. 

Although we didnôt quite make 

our goal last summer, volunteers did   

contribute a fantastic 1,038.25 hours 

(76% of the goal) over the course of the 

season. Some reasons that we believe we 

didnôt quite make our goal are (1) we were 

finishing up a three-year aquatic invasive 

species study that also required a large 

number of volunteer hours, some from 

people who would have worked on the 

Clean Boats, Clean Waters project, (2) 

this was the first year we worked with St. 

Croix County lake groups, so we needed 

to establish new relationships with those 

groups and (3) the watercraft inspector we 

hired for Chippewa County left the water-

craft inspector position in mid-summer. 

This caused some challenges that did not 

allow us to work as closely with some 

groups as we would have liked. However, 

his position was quickly filled by a staff 

person that had been conducting similar 

work on Lake Wissota. 

In spite of the setbacks, the    

Citizen Science Center and the LLLPRD 

combined efforts and conducted a water-

craft inspector training for 12 lake district 

members near the end of the summer, 

thanks in large part to heavy recruiting   

by Jan and Lou Frase. This workshop       

contributed a total of 36 volunteer hours 

to the project. The Citizen Science Center 

looks forward to continuing our watercraft 

inspection effort with the LLLPRD in 

2010 and 2011 and will be offering    

training opportunities for all lake groups 

during this winter and spring. We hope 

that you will participate in a training op-

portunity through LLLPRD this season. 

We are very excited to launch a new    

year of protecting Wisconsin lakes and 

hope to see you at the boat landings! 

 The Lower Long Lake Foundation has acquired seven properties since inception which account for  

approximately 145 acres of land with 5,000 feet of shoreline on Lower Long Lake.  These properties  

represent a small percentage of Lower Long Lakeôs watershed but a slightly larger percentage of its  

shoreline. Fortunately, they represent a large percentage of the lakeôs major inflow filters: wetlands.  

 The wetland surrounding Lower Long Lake serves as a natural hydraulic buffer, a diverse ecosystem, 

and a natural backdrop for the character of the lake.  The shoreline wetland density of Lower Long Lake 

has also nicely offset what might have otherwise been higher density development.  We are fortunate to 

have such favorable geography brought by the terminal glacial moraine of the Chippewa Lobe 10,000 

years ago, and ultimately it is what makes this lake so scenic. 

 As always, the foundation is very thankful to those who responded to our annual solicitation of funds.  

There is still lakefront property around Lower Long Lake and within the watershed that would provide  

diverse benefit through preservation.  If you have interest in a tax-deductable donation of property or 

know of a property that you might think could benefit from preservation, please donôt hesitate to contact 

any of our directors.

Minutes:  July 2008 annual meeting minutes  
approved after discussion about minutes abridged  
for space in LLLPRD newsletter. Full minutes  
are available on line and from any commissioner.   
It was suggested that a full set be left at the Sampson 
Town Hall.  One spelling correction was made to  
the minutes before approval.  

Treasurerôs Report:  
LLLPRD Budget: Harlyn Misfeldt, Treasurer 

reminded the group of the change from a fiscal to    
annual year budget and that expenditures only repre-
sented half of the year with most expenditures in the 
summer and fall.  This, along with an accumulated 
reserve of $2,500.00 has paid the bills for Grant 3 
without an outside loan. These will be reimbursed by 
the DNR, and with careful timing, we will continue to 
self fund Grant 3 as long as possible but may need a 
loan in the future. LLLPRD has the authority to borrow 
money according to Wisc. Statues, Chapter 33.   

Audit Report: Carol Webster reported she 
audited the checkbook and found it in order.                                  

Committee, Grant & Individual Reports:  

 Water Quality and Fish Stocking Committee: 
Lou Frase reviewed the mission of the committee and 
reported monitoring of lake water quality and crayfish, 
status of fisheries, and boardwalk review. He appreci-
ated Deb Konkel, recently retired from the DNR and 
active on LLL. Sara Schmidt has assumed her duties.  

Joe Kurz explained that the State DNR consid-
ers bass as one category of fish and does not report 
statistics for large- and small-mouth separately.  
Vegetation and woody cover, lake size, and size of 
fish at time of stocking contribute to fish populations 
changing over time. The fish survey is done every four 
years and will be done again on LLL in 2012. Fish 
populations were discussed, and a suggestion was 
made to not protect largemouth bass. Kurz said         
a  balance in number and species is necessary to 
have trophy fish, a sustainable fishery and enough 
predators to control crayfish. No slot or bag limits are 
forthcoming. Opinions on regulations can be made to 
the DNR.  Please attend the Conservation Congress 

at various Wisc.. locations on the second Monday in 
April. Kurz will soon retire and said his DNR position 
may or may not be filled. He was given a standing 
ovation in thanks for his work with LLLPRD. 

Crayfish monitoring has resumed in the same 
way Gloria Berres did it in the 1980s when 1,313-
2,136 (mostly rusty) crayfish were caught annually in 
21 traps. In 2007, Beaver Creek monitoring of LLL 
found 94 crayfish. In 2008, Chris Hallerôs monitoring 
reported 139 crayfish, including 1 native. Annual 
monitoring will continue. 

Lenny Seyberth was disappointed in a lack of 
interest in Adopt-A-Lake Program. After discussion 
about whether a board member or district volunteer 
should connect with Bloomer High Schoolôs DuWayne 
Fossum about adopting LLL, Seyberth agreed to 
again spearhead the program. 

Frase discussed new slow-no-wake legislation 
(see back page of newsletter). He then said the DNR 
had ordered the voluntary removal of a LLL board-
walk.  Adjudication will be the next step. Chris Haller 
requested that this be listed as a legal issue on   
agendas, but Misfeldt identified it as within the       
mission of the Water Quality and Fish Stocking Com-
mittee. Haller said a property owner thinks the Board 
is hiding its action on this issue, but Misfeldt said the 
Board had taken no action.  Minutes from October 13, 
2008 were read (excerpt: ñHarlyn expressed his    
opinion that it would not be inappropriate for Lou      
as chairman of the Fish and Water Quality Committee 
to request information and action by the DNR legal 
team. The Board did not take collective action on    
this issue.ò). 

 Frase thanked volunteers who built and 
placed six fish cribs in the winter of ó08-09. Haller 
asked for help again to build at least six per year. 
Kurz asked if Haller had obtained a DNR permit, but 
Haller said DNR Warden Bowe said permission from 
property owners was sufficient. Kurz advised that Dan 
Koich did not approve and that Bill Blackburn was 
now in charge of DNR fish crib permits. 

 Publicity Committee: Wayne Sauls read 
Lesley Saulsô report about the Welcome Wagon 
(please donate promotional items to the bags given to 
new property owners), Newsletter (being sent elec-
tronically and in print because of cost; bulk mailing is 
cheaper), Coffee on the Dock (please sign up to host) 
and Web site (please use). Lesley was applauded for 
her newsletter work. 

LLLPRD Annual Meeting Minutes [*abridged]  July 25, 2009 



Long Lake Foundation: Wayne Sauls, Presi-
dent, reported the Foundation was in its 11th year of 
existence and owns 154 acres (7 donated properties) 
with an appraised valued at between $2-5 million.  
Public use on the properties is restricted. A map        
is available in the town hall. The foundation has     
approximately $30,000.00 in its treasury and is     
working with 2-3 possible donations. Property must be 
surveyed and appraised before title transfer. Two 
other organizations also work to preserve land, and 
each has its own requirements and process.     

 Last yearôs annual meeting had been      
misinformed about whose terms had ended.  Thus, a 
motion  was made to elect Wayne Sauls to his third 3-
year term beginning in 2009, and a motion  was made 
to elect Don Granger and Steve Johnson for the     
remaining 2 years of their second 3-year terms. 

Grant 2: Amanda Kostner, consultant,        
reported this grant was completed at the end of 2008.  

Grant 3: Amanda Kostner shared a Power-
Point presentation on the Shoreland Restoration & 
Stormwater Runoff Protection Project 2009 (available 
on the web site).  30 evaluated properties met the LLL 
Community Shoreland Standards. She summarized 
2008-2009 activities, talked about ongoing and       
upcoming activities, accomplishments and shoreland 
incentives and indicated the Board would need to 
consider applying for a grant extension to continue 
these efforts beyond June 2010.  She listed five Easy 
Things You Can Do to help preserve LLL, thanked 
volunteers and invited property owners to sign up for 
the annual pontoon tour of selected shoreland resto-
ration projects.  Wayne Sauls encouraged Amanda to 
contact the Parks Director to see if he would support 
increasing the no mow area along the edge of the 
lake at the County Park to five feet in width. 

Aquatic Invasive Species:  Jan Frase        
reported on the AIS monitoring committee and its    
efforts to survey the vegetation in the lake and keep 
invasive plants out of LLL.  Unfortunately curly leaf 
pondweed and Eurasian Watermilfoil have been  
problematic in nearby lakes.  Hopefully these AIS can 
be contained and controlled where they are currently  
located.  

Frase also reported on the Clean Boats, Clean 
Waters grant administered by the Beaver Creek     
Reserve and supported by LLLPRD. Weed fragments 
are easily spread when boats, trailers, and other 
equipment are transported between bodies of water.  

Public education of legal responsibility is important.  
Jan asked anyone interested in helping monitor the 
boat landings to sign up for training that would         
be scheduled soon.  Attending the 3-hour training 
session saves LLLPRD money.   

Currently we are not monitoring for Zebra 
Mussels, snails or jellyfish in the lake. Water depth for 
weed growth is dependent on the oxygen level, 
amount of sunlight, and type of surface bottom.  

Education/Training/Conferences: The report 
prepared by Pat Andress was not read during the 
meeting but is available on the web site, lllprd.org.  

Grant and Budget Business:  
Proposed Authorization to Borrow: Harlyn Misfeldt 
moved that the LLLPRD Board be authorized to      
borrow money only up to the amount expected to be 
reimbursed through an approved grant from the DNR.  
Review and Consider Approval of Proposed 
Budget: The budget passed without any objection. 

Election of Commissioner: Harlyn Misfeldt 

thanked Tom Webster for his two-year Commissioner 
term and indicated that Webster and his wife, Carol, 
had volunteered to continue posting Open Meeting 
Notices.  Webster nominated Tim OôBrien to the 
board.  OôBrien spoke briefly and was elected unani-
mously (see article about Tim OôBrien).  

Old Business: None.   

New Business: Discussion was made about the 

coordination of the LLLPRD (morning) annual meeting 
and the Round Lake (afternoon) annual meeting.  
Both are held the last Saturday of July, and Joe Kurz, 
DNR, is able to visit both but has to rush out of the 
LLLPRD meeting.       
 Lenny Seyberth asked for assistance for an accu-
rate report to Loon Watch (see article about Loon 
Watch) on the 2009 LLL loon nests. The list included 
six nesting sites and five baby loons. One immature, 
one baby and a pair of adult loons had been seen in 
Herde Lake. 
Adjourn: The meeting was adjourned at 11:50 AM.

ß Organized a group native plant order and delivery for eight Long Lake landowners for use on their 

shoreland properties. A total of $1,061 worth of plants was purchased by the landowners. Gigi 
Stafne of MI ZI ZAK Kayaks allowed us to use her space to distribute plants again this year. 

ß The Green Team maintained our demonstration shoreline buffer plots at Morris-Erickson County 
Park. Activities included cleaning out dead plant material, pulling weeds, and planting native plants 
to replace those that died. Thanks to Vic & Jan Lothe, Lou & Jan Frase, Tom and Carol Webster, 
Lenny Seyberth, and Pat Andress for their hard work. 

ß Three landowners planted native plants in their shoreland buffer to help revegetate their shoreline.  
ß Three landowners constructed a rain garden or native plant bed under a roof eave to help stop 

runoff and shoreline erosion. 
ß Four landowners purchased and installed rain barrels on their shoreland property. 
ß Ten properties were visited to create site evaluations and restoration plans.   
ß Five out of 10 landowners who received a site evaluation and restoration plan in 2008 were revis-

ited and their plans reviewed. Two others did not require another visit, one wanted to wait to re-
view their plans until this coming summer, one opted out of an additional visit and one gave no re-
sponse. 

ß The annual Long Lake Shoreland Tour allowed interested parties to tour properties and share 
shoreleand restoration ideas. Thanks to Diane Dahl and Tom Dunkel who donated their time and 
use of their pontoon boat for the tour, and thanks to the Zachos, Embersons, Proehls, and the 
Morris-Erickson Park for allowing access to their properties.

The Lower Long Lake Shoreland Protec-
tion & Restoration Project has been a 
great way to get people thinking about 
what happens on the shoreline and how 
that affects the lake, fish and wildlife that 
depend on it. People have already started 
doing as well by establishing shoreland 
buffers, rain gardens, rain barrels, and 
redirecting runoff away from the lake to 
forested areas and wetlands. 
 
A great deal was accomplished in 2009  
by great volunteers from Long Lake. 
Without their support, and yours, this  
project cannot continue to be success-
ful.  Following are some examples of this  
yearôs achievements:  



ß Family Fun Kits  ï Have kids or grandkids looking for something to do at the lake? Kits containing a nature journal, 

turtle/frog field guide and net, lake-related coloring book and trivia game will give your family something fun to do 

together while learning more about the lake. 

ß Long Lake Day ï Celebrate this beautiful lake with a day of family fun: aquatic insect expedition, lake treasure hunt, 

canoe tour of the lakeôs scenic sensitive areas, and more. More information to come later. (If anyone is interested in 

helping out with this event, let me know.) 

ß More Site EvaluationsðI will be evaluating 10 more properties this summer. These evaluations are free, strictly 

voluntary, and have no strings attached. I can work with you to help reduce your stormwater runoff and shoreline  

ß erosion and increase fish and wildlife habitat along your shoreline. There are no obligations and no timelines in which 

to do recommended projects. However, every little bit you do will help keep the lake healthy, free from unwanted 

algae blooms and a welcome environment for people and animals.  After their evaluation, those who are interested in 

doing recommended projects on their property are eligible to take part in our cost-sharing. 

ß Shoreline Buffer & Runoff Protection Cost-Sharing ContinuesðLLLPRD reimburses landowners for 70% of 

total project costs. The landowners retain the remaining 30% of costs, which can be paid in cash or worked off 

through labor. The total amount shall not exceed $3,000 per conservation practice, which includes shoreline buffers, 

rain gardens, or other approved runoff protection practices. Some restrictions apply, contact me for more information.

Thanks to LoonWatch  

and Wisconsin DNR, research on loon behavior and habitat is 

ongoing.  LoonWatch is a program of the Sigurd Olson Environ-

mental Institute at Northland College in Ashland, Wisconsin.  

LoonWatch hires student researchers to aid policymakers in  

understanding how climate change could affect loons.  Loon 

Watch programs tell about the effect of lead poisoning,  

botulism, invasive species, mercury contamination, and  

shore land development on loon health.  

 Loon population survey data is valuable for planning ways to 

benefit loons and loon habitat.  Volunteers go out to randomly 

selected lakes in canoes, kayaks or boats, although surveying 

from the lakeshore is also acceptable.  Volunteers count all adult 

loons and chicks.   Volunteers are needed for the Wisconsin 

Loon Population Survey (WLPS) 2010.  If you are interested in
