In order to take advantage of these incentives,drdwng Lake
landowners must have already acquired a site evainand
shoreland management plan for their lakeshore priyprough the
LLLPRD. The options listed below are designed ppsu
landowners’ efforts to take action on their prebexd shoreland plans.

To help supply the native plant needs of projectigpants, LLLPRD coordinates at least one
order per year. The participants pay for their @lants, but ultimately receive a discount due to
the bulk order. Delivery to a designated area hearer Long Lake is also arranged. Participants
pick up their orders from there.

Plants that are part of a cost-shared practiceraiered separately and are not eligible for this
option. This allows for easier record-keepi(fgjants part of a cost-shared practice will most
likely receive a bulk rate discount on their owreda amount needed.)

The LLLPRD purchases a variety of rain barrelsetadl to participating members for a season at
no charge. Participants sign loan agreements éraim barrels. In the fall, participants can
either purchase them from LLLPRD or return therbedent to another participant the following
season.

The unused rain barrels are stored by the LLLPR®d#signated area that is accessible to those
wanting to pick them up or drop them off.

The LLLPRD helps landowners defer costs of instglkhoreline buffers and runoff protection
practices.

LLLPRD reimburses landowners for 70% of the totalj@ct costs. The landowners retain the
remaining 30% of costs, which can be paid in cashiarked off through labor. The total
amount shall not exceed $3,000 per conservatiattipea which includes shoreline buffers, rain
gardens, or other approved runoff protection pcasti

All cost-shared practices are required to be destticted according to WI Administrative Code
NR 191.24 (3) to ensure the site remains in comgienv use. Shoreline buffers will remain so in
perpetuity; rain gardens and other runoff practigdisremain so for a minimum of 25 years.



The following elements of the conservation practiaee eligible for cost-sharing: native plant
materials, mulch, erosion control materials appdave LLLPRD, labor to install practices, earth
moving, and deed filing costs.

Landowners requesting cost-sharing are requir@ttain a professional cost estimate. This
gives landowners the option of hiring someone anglithe job themselves using the estimate as
a guideline for maximum project cost.

All cost-shared practices display a sign desiggdi@m as shoreland conservation projects
funded through the WDNR.

All cost-shared shoreline restorations shall folkbw design plans received through LLLPRD
and meet the technical standards listeNRCS Interim Standard #643&nd théWisconsin
Biology Technical Note 1: Shoreland Habjtabd the administrative rules listed in the WI
Administrative Code NR 191.
